V. Bartov: THE URAL REGICN - INTRCDUCTCRY REVIEW

The Urals are located between the European and Asian parts of the U.5.5.R. and at the
present time the region comprises five provinces and one autonomous republic. The
region covars 600,400 square kilometres and has a populction of 15,3 million. The un-
officicl capital of the Urals is Sverdlovsk, with o population of over one million,
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The Ural Region (UR) is rich in natural resources, including about 1,000 different
kinds of minerals, 55 sorts of precious and semi=-precious stones, and about three
milliard cubic metres of forest.

The so-called "Creater Urals" was established in the 1730s. Nowadays it is a powerful
industrial centre it is difficult to name a branch of the national economy which is

not found thera. The dominant industries are mining, metallurgy, machinery and metal-
working, chemicals, forestry, woodworking and pulp and paper.

The forestry, woodworking and pulp and paper industries fre well developed, In 1967,
the total removal of timber amounted to 46.é million m™, sawmill production was 13

million m° and paper production 777,800 tons.

The 1966~1970 plan has been fulfilled well. In 1266~1949, the province of Sverdlovsk
increased its production by 31 % , kbour productivity improved by 24.2 % and
average monthly wages rose by 19.7 % The growth of the leval of wages at constant
retail prices provides good possibilities of raising the standard of living of the Ural
Region“s inhabitants. It is already obvious that the province of Sverdlovsk’s targets will
be over=fulfilled.

The Ural Region is also an important cultural and scientific centre. In Sverdlowvsk, for
example, is found a state university and 13 colleges of higher education. With 178,000
university,, college and technical-college students, the province of Sverdlovsk can be
called @ "province of students". The same is true for Perm, Chelyabinsk and other cities.

The other interesting and important information about the Urals: our national drink is
tea, the main characteristics of the people are love of the motherland and Ural
hospitality. In fashion among 2conomists are optimization problems, among women and
girls, the "midi" (the "moxi" is not seen). Cur favourite sports are skating, ski-ing,
hockey, fishing and hunting. Every Ural boy knows the ice~hockey players E. Volodin,
V. Atamanychev, M. Duracov, A. Ismodenov, L. Csincev and E. Papugin (Russian
ice hockey is more commonly played with a ball thon a puck).

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Cnly the name of the first cuthor, where there are severcl, needs to be reversed
(i.e. surname first) to facilitate finding it in an aplhabetical list; if all the names
ara reversed, it becomes difficult to distinguish them from each othar. Titles of
summaries should be written in full. Translation of the titles of publications with no
summeries is option=| and should be marked off by brackets (parentheses). Titles of
journals and books, but not individual articles, should be underlined (italicized in
print). Mimeographed works are specified but not underlined. Titles of articles and
books only need cepital latters at the beginning of proper nouns (i.e. names of
people and places), names of journals have copital letters at the beginning of all
the main words. Abbreviations of journal names may be used (e.g. FF for Folic
Forestalia ), but an explanation should then be provided. Volume and issue number
(if there is one) should follow journal nemes (e.g. 48:1 means Vol. 66, No, 1), If
there is no volume but @ monthly issue number, write it in the following form:
Netsd ja Puu , No, 9, Helsinki 1989, If pags numbers are given, they should be
placad ofter the volume and issue number. The publisher’ name is optioncl, but

is useful in unusual cases. The city of publication and date go at the end. Where
the system of quoting author’s surname and date in the text is used, the date is pla-
cad  instead ofter the author’s name in the bibliography.
