Note an hyphenation in English

"The chaos prevailing among writers or printers or both regarding the use of
hyphens is discreditable to English education. "

"No attempt will be made hare to describe modern English usage in the matter

of hyphens; its infinite voriety defias description. No two dictionaries and no two
sets of style rules would be found to giva consistently the sama advice. There is,
however, one principle that seems to command at laast lip service from all
authorities. This is that the hyphen is not an ornament but an aid to being under-
stood, and should be employed only when it is needed for that purpose. "

"Qur hyphens are in @ mess"

(F. Whitaker=-Wilson, " How to punctuate")

Hyphens mey be broadly divided into two group- : permanent and temporary,
Parmanent hyphens occur in tha following insances:

a) As o compound adjective before a noun (e.g. o well=made suit),

b) To avoid visual confusion (e.g. recover, re=cover),

c) To avoid mispronunciation (e.g. co~operation),

d) After certain Lotin prefixes (e.0. ex=President, non-smokar, sub-committee),

2) To makes compounds for special occasions (e.g. the tortoise ~hare contest),

f)  Noun + gerund of transitive verb (e.g. labour=saving),

g) Noun + noun of agent of transitive verb (e.q. ticket=collector),

h) Adverb+ noun-agent (e.q. well-wisher)

i) Verb + noun, noun + adverb, possessive noun + noun used as nouns (e.g.
cure=all, passer-by, bull’s~ 2ye),

i) Compound verb (e.g. dry=clean).

Doubt in most of these cases can be resolved by using a good dictionary (although
note that certain Americon usage often tends to spell words :uch as “co-operation;
sub=committee” as single words without the hyphens).

Temporary hyphens are essentially punctuation marks. Hyphens should be used to
indicate that two words are bzaing used as a single adjective (e.qg. land use, land-
use statisticsy forest improvement, forest=improvement measures).

Readers of English sources will notice considerabla variation and often inconsistency
within the same text. The above suggestions are useful guidelines, not absolute
rules. The most important thing is to be consistent,

Social benefits of forests

An increasingly important research field is concerned with the social uses and
benefits of forests outside actual aconomic use for forestry. Research in the
department in this field is being undertaken at prasent by David Cope and Jan
Heino. /2 n introduction to David Cope’s project appeared in the newsletter of
21.10.1970 (No. 11), and o further account is prasented below. For the time
being, Jan Heino will assist him until able to commence his own project on
another aspect of forestry, multiple use and conservation,

Project 2.14 Navid Cope: Land Use in Pallastunturi

Considered as a part of the Forest Economics Department s research progrom

in the social aconomics of forestry this project deals with a problem in land=use
economics. At present there is @ question of whether to take a lerge part of the
Pallas= Cunastunturi National Park on western Lapland for commercial development
as o recreation center and vacation village. This study aims ot providing back=-
ground information cbout the area, an analysis of the present situation and an
evaluation of several land-use alterncatives in an effort to provide a fectual frame-
work for rational decision=making on the part of those responsible for maneging
the park,

The main amphasis will be on defining and examining as many factors relating

to the land=use question as possible, both individuelly ond in various combinations.
The factual information will be supplementaed by interviews with various scientists
and government experts as well as local people operating tourist servicas. Using
this broad foctuel basis it should be possible to evaluate effactively the proposed
development scheme as well as severcl alternative development sites in the
immediate area but outside the park.

Beyond the tengible gocl of analyzing a spacific land=use problem, the project

is designed to serve as a kind of pilot survey in the broad field of non-commercial
uses of forest land, i.e. the social benefits of forasts, In this case the problem
is somaewhat simplified in that the use question centers around a national park,
thereby eliminating the need to consider the spacial difficulties arising from non-

forestry uses of commercicl forests, It is hoped, however, that this project may
serve as a stimulus to more extansive research in this broader field, which is
becoming increasingly importani as a result of continued urbanization, rising
living standards and increasing leisure time,

Given Lapland s uniqueness, size, primitiveness and proximity to the industrialized
regions of Europe, it appecrs that its role as a recreation area will become more
important in the near future, It is therefore imperative that land-use studies be
initiated now before pressures on land use increase to the point where options are
severely restricted or even eliminated.

The locust plague

"The locust plague cppecrs in the Bible as one of the seven calamities that
devasted Egypt; at the same time, it was an auspicious event in that it helped
foses to free the Jewish people from the Pharaoh’s yoke. For many centuries
scientists thought that the common locust, greenish and solitery, and the red one,
voracious and gregarious, were different species. !t was only between 1911 and
1929 that Uvarov, the Russian scientist, showed that the rad locust was only @
particular stage in the development of the common locust.

Today, forty years ofter that discovery, we ... study, among other things: that
solitary being within the urben masses; man, grey, impatient, earnest and beset
by problems; with the arrival of summer he dresses up in colours, smiles,over-
flows with energy and is transformad into « different being, acquiring a new
state. He becomas more gregerious, searches for o multitude with whom to talk
and communicate, and is transformed into that creature of whom Governments
dream and whom old farmers mistrust: the tourist, A plague, according to some,
he can also be auspicious in that he can help to free the economies of large rural
areas from the yoke of a traditional agricultural system, characterized by low

y ields and showing clear recessive tendencies. "
